 for awarding a grant under the PhDBoost Program for PhD students of the Poznań University of Technology Doctoral School for the scientific discipline of environmental engineering, mining, and energy.

COMPETITION REGULATIONS

§ 1

Legal Basis

1. These competition regulations of the Faculty of Environmental and Energy Engineering, hereinafter referred to as the "Faculty", have been developed based on:

2. Order No. 41 of the Rector of the Poznań University of Technology of December 12, 2024, constituting the Regulations of the "PhDBoost" Program for doctoral students of the Doctoral School of the Poznań University of Technology

§  2

General rules
1. The Competition is open to a doctoral student of the Poznań University of Technology Doctoral School studying in the 1st, 2nd, 3rd, or 4th year, financed by a subsidy (as of December 31 of the year preceding the application) and having the status of a doctoral student throughout the grant implementation period, subject to § 3 section 2-4, studying in the discipline of environmental engineering, mining and energy (IŚGiE).

2. To participate in the Competition, applicants must submit a grant application (Appendix No. 1), an integral part of which is the grant cost estimate. 

3. Funds awarded for grants under the Competition may be used for:

1) purchase of small equipment, materials, and equipment necessary to conduct research;

2) purchase of services related to conducting research;

3) participation in scientific conferences;

4) participation in workshops or training related to improving the competencies necessary to prepare a doctoral dissertation;

5) short-term research trip.

4. Funds are awarded through a competition.

5. The Competition is held once in a given calendar year. 

6. The maximum amount of funds allocated for implementing an individual grant is PLN 15,000. 

7. Grant implementation may start on February 1 at the earliest and should end 

by November 30, and in the case of fourth-year doctoral students - by September 15 of a given year. 

8. Settlement of the grant requires meeting one of the following requirements: 

 1) applying to a project as part of an external competition (e.g., NCN, NCBR, NAWA, FNP, Ministry of Science and Higher Education, etc.); 

 2) acceptance for printing or publication of scientific work in a journal listed in the List of scientific journals and peer-reviewed materials from international conferences (List of the relevant ministry);

 3) oral presentation at a national scientific conference; 

 4) oral presentation at an international scientific conference;

 5) submitting a patent application to the Patent Office;

 6) confirmation of the implementation of a scientific internship, under which the agreed research plan with the scientific research unit was implemented

§ 3

Applicant and application
1. A doctoral student who meets the conditions specified in § 2 point 1, hereinafter referred to as the Applicant, may apply for the grant referred to in § 2 section 2. 

2. The Applicant in the Competition cannot be a doctoral student who is (or was) a scholarship holder, contractor, or manager of a project financed from external funds, e.g., NCN, NCBR, NAWA, FNP, Ministry of Science and Higher Education, etc., within which there are (or were) conducted research related to the topic of his doctoral dissertation. 

3. In a given calendar year, the Applicant may submit only one application as a grant manager in a departmental competition financed by a subsidy. 

4. The Applicant may receive only one grant under the Competition during the 4 years of education at the Poznań University of Technology Doctoral School.

5. The Applicant acts as the grant manager, and the promoter, an employee of a given Institute, performs the role of the grant supervisor, following the information in the application.

§  4

Method and deadline for submitting applications

1. The application referred to in § 2 section 2, submitted to the Faculty of Environmental Engineering and Energy. In addition to the Applicant, the application is signed by the grant supervisor and the director of the Institute where the grant will be implemented.

January 22, 2025 (printed and signed versions should be delivered immediately 

to the Faculty Dean's Office, room 138 BL).

§  5

Rules for assessing competition applications and determining the amount of funds

1. A committee appointed by the Chairman of the IŚGiE discipline council evaluates the application and reports on the grant's implementation. 

2. The committee cannot include a doctoral student's supervisor or auxiliary supervisor who is an Applicant in a given competition.

3. The Commission formally checks the application and evaluates it following the criteria in Annex No. 2. 

4. The Competition results in the ISGiE discipline are submitted to the Chairman of the discipline council.

5. The application may receive a maximum of 45 points, including:

 1) concept and activities planned under the grant (0-10 points); 

 2) the impact of the grant implementation on the quality of the doctoral thesis and the Applicant's career development   

(0-5 points); 3) the impact of the grant implementation on the current state of knowledge and the development of the scientific discipline (0-5 points);

4) scientific achievements of the Applicant (0-5 points);

5) cost estimate and justification of expenses in the grant (0-5 points); 

6) expected results and method of settling the research (0-5 points); 

7) the justification for implementing the grant as part of international cooperation, which should be confirmed by an appropriate document, e.g., a letter of intent (0-5 points); however, participation in an international conference itself is not a confirmation of international cooperation; 

8) year of the Applicant's education at the Doctoral School (0; 5 points)

6. The minimum number of points necessary to obtain funds under the Program is 25. 

7. The number of points awarded in the evaluation criteria referred to in section 1, points 1-7, is the arithmetic mean of the assessments of the Committee members.

§ 6

Announcement of results

1. The List of competition beneficiaries, in compliance with RODO principles, is published on the faculty website www.isie.put.poznan.pl  and the Poznań University of Technology Doctoral School. 

2. The Commission's decisions, approved by the Chairman of the IŚGiE discipline council, 

are final and cannot be appealed against. 

3. Information regarding the application evaluation is available from the committee's Chairman. At the written request of a grant Applicant not qualified for the Competition, submitted to the committee's Chairman within 14 days from the date of publication of the List of Beneficiaries at a given faculty, the committee prepares a justification for the assessment of the application.

§ 7

Grant settlement
1. The Applicant, no later than 14 days from the end of the grant implementation, submits a report on its implementation to the grant supervisor, according to the template specified 

in Annex No. 3. The report should be accompanied by a settlement of the funds allocated for the implementation of the grant. The grant supervisor submits a report (including the settlement) to the committee appointed at the faculty in paper form within the next 10 business days from the date of delivery of the above-mentioned information by the Applicant. Documents. 

2. The report on the implementation of the grant is assessed and approved by the committee at the given faculty. The committee is appointed by the Chairman of the IŚGiE discipline council 

by September 5 of a given year. 

3. The report on the implementation of the grant should, among other things, include confirmation of the method of settlement of research consistent with the subject of the grant and the doctoral dissertation, as well as confirmation of the fulfillment of one of the requirements listed in § 1 section. 8.

4. The Program Beneficiary undertakes to include information on the source of funds for financing research in the scientific work, oral presentation, or poster with the following statements: 

1) The work was co-financed by the "PhDBoost" Program for PhD students of the Poznań University of Technology Doctoral School (in 2025) from the University's subsidy from the Ministry of Science and Higher Education. or 

2) The work was supported by the 'PhDBoost' Program for doctoral students of the Doctoral School of Poznan University of Technology (in 2025) from the University's subsidy financed from the Ministry of Science and Higher Education funds.

§ 8

Appeals

1. There is no appeal against the decision of the Chairman of the IŚGiE discipline council.

§ 9

Final Provisions

1. Matters not regulated by these Competition Regulations are included in Order No. 41 of the Rector of the Poznań University of Technology of December 12, 2024, and other superior documents.
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
